THE FUEL ECONOMY RUN
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On July 26™ we held our Fuel
Economy Run to see how well our
vehicles were performing. Nine cars
participated in the run. We met at the
Sunrise Grill in Martinez at 8:00 am
and filled ourselves up first to make
this run. We all topped off our tanks
and recorded our starting mileage.
We then proceeded up the South
Carolina side to the Army Corps of
Engineers Visitor Center for Clarks
Hill Lake. While enroute we slowly
passed a log cabin house being
moved from South Carolina over to
Appling, Ga. Every low-hanging
power line that crossed the highway
had to be raised by pole so the house
could slowly inch its way underneath
them.

We stopped at the Visitor Center
for a pit stop and to view the displays.
Just below the Visitor Center were
some divers practicing their diving
skills. The Army Corp of Engineers
has a Cessna plane sunk in about 30
feet of water just offshore for the
public and rescue divers to practice
on.

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What To Do==

About Efhanol, Gas Caps, efc.
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BAD GAS OR E-107?

—

In the last several months two of our
members have experienced the
results of either bad gas or the E-10
conditions. E-10 has been in other
parts of the country for years and has
just shown up on our door steps in
the Midlands of South Carolina.

Never has fuel been a bigger
problem. The villain is E-10, the
ethanol-gasoline mix that is now
standard issue at most fuel pumps as
the government seeks to decrease
air pollution and reduce America’s
reliance on imported petroleum.

E10 means 10 percent ethanol,
which is basically corn alcohol. The
mix seems to work fine in modern
cars, which burn through a tank in a
hurry. But it poses problems in
Model A’'s which sitalot .

Why? As E10 sits, the ethanol and
gasoline start to separate. Ethanol
goes to the bottom of the tank. If
there’s water there, or if water vapor
exists, the ethanol absorbs it. Before
long, you've got a clump of watery
ethanol at the bottom of the tank.
When you crank up the motor, the
crud is sucked into the carburetor
and plugs things up. The next thing
you know is your Model A isn't
running very good.

That's not all. Ethanol is a solvent, so
when it gets into older fuel systems it
can clean out the gunk and varnish
that's accumulated over the years
and send it upstream to clog tiny
carburetor jets. It also breaks down
rubber gaskets.

This one’s for real. So what to do?

The two most popular stabilizers are
StarTron and Sta-Bil (Marine
Formula), both of which help keep
ethanol from separating, and as a
result keep water that gets absorbed
in the fuel from accumulating in

troublesome concentrations at the
bottom of the tank.

Sta-Bil

StarTron

But you must put the stabilizer in
when you fuel up. It doesn’'t do any
good to do it afterwards. Stabilize
the fuel in the recommended amount
and leave the tank 95% full of fresh
gas.

| bought a 32 oz bottle of Sta-Bil
“Marine Formula - Ethanol
Treatment” (which treats 320
gallons) at Wal-Mart in the boating
section and add it on every fill up.
The nice thing about Sta-Bil is that it
has that neat dispensing bottle that
the StarTron does not.

YEP,
THE INFAMOUS GAS CAP!

Have you experienced problems with
your Model A “just quitting”? Did you
isolate the problem to a poorly vented
gas cap?

When was the last time you took the
gas cap off and looked at the
alignment of the vent hole? You may
be running on borrowed time as far
as your gas cap creating a vacuum
lock.

When the cap was new the rivet in
the middle did a great job of holding
the locking bracket, red washer and
the large brass flat washer in place
so the vent holes were lined up. Each
time you take the cap off and put it
back on you could be moving the red
gasket out of alignment ever so
slightly.

Before the “vacuum problem” hits you
on the way to your favorite outing you
may want to consider making a slight
modification as | did to the above
cap.

Drill out the existing vent hole using a
#36 drill (29/32) and tap the hole
using a 6-32 tap. If you don't have a
#36 or 29/32 drill bit you can get
away with using a 7/64 as long as
you're using a drill press. With a drill
press you are in control of the drilling
pressure and you can “feel” when
you go through the large brass
washer which is 1/8” from the outside
cap. Go too far and you have a vent
hole to the outside, so be careful
while drilling and taping. Then, use a
6-32 x 3/8 machine screw to secure
the three parts together. Now drill a
new hole on the opposite side of the
cap for the new vent hole.

That's one problem you can forget
about!
